Our second semester Latin course has several goals:

1. Increase your knowledge of syntax, grammar and style in a language other than English. {{Shelmerdine, Introd. to Latin, chh. 17-32 and Readings}}

2. Examine how languages in general work (structures, semantics, vocabulary).

3. Explore Latin poetry and prose with Republican and Imperial selections in Shelmerdine & xeroxes such as Cicero, Caesar, Catullus, Vergil, Ovid, and Livy.

4. Enlarge your English vocabulary and explore the relations of Latin (and Greek) to English. Class exercises

5. Study amazing and influential Romans through their language, history and Archaeology {{Woolf, Camb. Ill. Hist. of Rome }}.

· Developing skills in Latin syntax, sometimes different from English

· Intellectual curiosity about other people, places, times, and faces
